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Opportunity for Records and Recollections
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Starting off with a panel exhibition of contributed photographs
about the disaster (October 2011), recoder311 has organized
a number of exhibitions in collaboration with contributors,
such as exhibition of personal notes and comparative
photographs of same perspective from different period, as
well as participatory photo exhibition.

Furthermore, in November 2014, recorder311 presented an
exhibition “Records and Recollections: Walking Through
House of Images” in which contributed recordings were re-
interpreted as “expressions,” appreciated and experienced in
spaces of everyday life, such as kitchen and bedroom.

The exhibition re-interpreted “media” and “archive” in the
disaster from the perspective of everyday life, questioning

what people recollect, or can recollect, from such recordings.
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
